Hurricane Irma caused much destruction to the 

rectory and the Church of Our Lady of Divine 

Providence. This past year, many repairs took 

place in order to rebuild the rectory and repair 

the damages in the church with the help of  its 

pastor, and Father Marco from the church in 

Grand Turk. 

 

 

Also, buildings in Holy Family Academy were 

seriously affected by the hurricane with major  

damage in  the middle building, especially Mt. 

Sinai classroom. 

 

During the past year, repairs were made to the 

buildings, a new roof was placed, and Mt. Sinai 

classroom was fully repaired, and a new 

classroom was added to the building.  

 

 

After the hurricane a new paint job was done to 

all school buildings bringing a fresh look to the 

school. 

 

A new field was added to the High School area to 

be used for physical education and other outdoor 

activities.  

 

Due to the hard work, the school was the first 

school in the Islands to be back in session after 

the hurricane.
