He also met with Governor Gordon Wetherell (left) and discussed
with him the situation of the Islands, referring in particular to our mission-
ary presence here in this multi-ethnic environment.

In addition, during the mass for the sacrament of Confirmation, His
Grace blessed the first stone of our new Church (right), which is now al-
ready under construction.

This year, after a long pe-
riod of study, the project of our
new church has come to fruition.
Designed by an Italian architect,
this project received the approval
of our ecclesiastical authorities
and later from the local civil au-
thorities.

Following a competitive
tendering process, the construc-
tion phase was entrusted to a
company from the Dominican
Republic which has already
started the work. The first phase
of the project is expected to be
completed within 2011. At that
stage we will be able to use the
Church for our liturgical activi-
ties.
